	SW shared the Autumn 2024 SIP report and ran through the highlights. Governors noted:

· SIP is new to OLSJ

· Behaviour systems had been part of SIP discussions as it was a school priority
AOG and NJ joined the meeting during the following discussion.

The meeting discussed:

· Particular cohort had some difficulties; school had employed new strategies e.g. reducing KS1 playground time, separating playgrounds – providing quieter spaces and zoning, training supervision staff in leading games

· Zones of regulation – now also supplemented by MH practitioners in KS2

· Strategies will be continued with this cohort into KS2

· Not reflected throughout school – this cohort seemed to have particular needs, possibly reflecting national trends around SEND
· School working with Hackney Reintegration Unit (REU) to avoid suspension or exclusion

AOG added: 

· SIP visit 2 to be scheduled. A review of governance would be included in SIP visit 3 – in line with the usual Hackney programme of visits

· AOG would be shadowing a SIP in the summer term

Examples of incidents

(1) Child discloses something to staff member. Staff member refers to DSL (AOG). School refers to MASH (Multi Agency Safeguarding Hub).

(2) When out of school, a child shared image of another child with other pupils. This was dealt with by the school involving the parent.

How common?

Data suggests less common at OLSJ. Peaks and troughs – especially after holidays – staff can notice behaviour changes.
What is the difference between Child in Need (CIN) and Child Protection (CP)?

CP is statutory process – parents must engage with social services. CIN is not statutory. The threshold for both is high.

Would children benefit from disciplined physical activity?
